Brush and bulk waste is collected on Mondays.
Your address determines your collection week. View
the map to see your collection week.
Bulk and brush should be cut into 4-foot lengths and
neatly stacked.
Up to 12 cubic yards of brush and bulk are allowed per
address in a month.
A single cubic yard is 3 feet long, 3 feet wide and 3
feet tall.

Trash should be contained inside securely tied plastic bags, and all
bags should fit inside the solid blue cart with the lid closed.

Pink tags may be purchased from the town for $2.14 each to be placed
on each excess bag that doesn't fit inside the solid blue trash cart. Bags
placed outside of carts without a town-issued tag will not be collected. 

Your collection day is based on your address. View the map to see if
your collection day is Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday.

Carts should be placed with handles facing the house and lids opening
toward the street or alley.

Carts must be placed 2 to 3 feet apart and away from each other and
other objects that may obstruct the pickup arm.

Carts should be placed at the curb by 7 a.m. on collection day and no
earlier than 5 p.m. the prior day. Carts must be rolled away from the
street after trash is collected – no later than 6 a.m. the following day.

Hazardous waste cannot be included with household trash.

Food
Dirty paper or cardboard
Toys
Clothes or shoes
Diapers
Plastic grocery or sandwich
bags

No!
These items are not recyclable:

Recycling is collected on the same day as trash.

Recycling carts are either solid green or dark blue with a
lighter blue lid.

Don't put recycling into bags. Items should be placed
loose inside the recycling bin.

All items should be clean, empty and dry.

Shredded paper can't be recycled.
